How does that make you
feel?

If you haven’t already, start your
journal today. Write a few sentences about how your Christmas celebration re-
flected the first Christmas found in these verses.

Day 4: Read Genesis 6 A classic story but read it with a fresh new look. Write a little
in your journal about what you read. How does your love and respect for God allow
you to live verse 22 like Noah did?

Day 5: Read Genesis 11:1-9 Where did the people go wrong here? Are you trying to
build something on your own strength without the help of God? What would it look
like for you to to focus your energies on cultivating a relationship with Him first and
foremost?

Day 6: Read psalm 3 What do verses 3 & & tell you about the Lord? Journal about
how you can start listening to God’s voice instead of the destructive words said to
you by others. LISTEN...what do you hear God saying to you today?
